BRO TAF LMC NEWSLETTER
SEPTEMBER 2020
This newsletter is a summary of the full LMC meeting held on 3 September 2020.
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TRANSFER OF WORK FROM SECONDARY CARE
The transfer of work from secondary care was discussed at length, including a variety of examples such as phlebotomy requests, expedite letters and the new CAV247 system. The Executive assured members that the LMC was aware of all the issues discussed and had been raising them continually with both health boards. A recent survey had been conducted by the LMC which had produced strong results which would be used as evidence in future discussions on this matter. In the meantime, practices are encouraged to continue to raise issues via the health board incident reporting systems with a copy to the LMC for tracking.
REJECTED REFERRALS – C&V HEALTH PATHWAYS
One member raised the issue of referrals being rejected in C&V and only accepted once it had been shown that all steps of the relevant health pathway had been taken. All practices are reminded that the health pathways system is designed to provide guidance – following/adherence to pathways is not mandatory. Practices are encouraged to inform the LMC if they find referrals rejected with the cited reason of not following the health pathway.
C&V MIDWIVES
The issue of C&V midwives prescribing iron tablets was raised in that there appears to be a trend of sending the patient to their GP for the prescription rather than midwives prescribing themselves. As previously funds were transferred from GMS to midwifery for this reason, this is deemed as a backward step and is ultimately not sustainable within general practice. As iron tablets are not a prescription items they could be distributed by midwives from stock. The LMC is due to write to the health board to discuss other gynae issues and will include this in the letter.
POST COVID FOLLOW UP
There was concern at the lack of a post COVID follow up process for those patients who had contracted the virus, had not been admitted to ITU but were currently experiencing ‘long-tail’ symptoms during their recovery. A consistence approach is required across Wales with access for these patients to respiratory services. C&V health board were in the process of constructing a protocol for these patients and enquiries would be made in CTM health board also.
ANTIBODY TESTING FOR LOCUMS
Enquiries were made with both health boards regarding access to antibody testing for locums. CTM health board were yet to confirm their process, however in C&V locums could access testing via their practices or directly from the health board.
GMS CONTRACT REVISIONS 20/21
The GMS contract revisions for 20/21 had almost been signed off. Ministerial approval was awaited then once content a joint letter from WAG and GPC Wales would be sent out. Work on premises and national enhanced service reviews would now recommence also.

C&V WOUND CARE SERVICE
The wound service in C&V had recently restarted, however they had no prescribing ability and were required to work from individual practices using practice staffing. This was not reasonable and was deemed a service change without consultation. C&V health board had been informed and were currently investigating.

GPC WALES REPRESENTATIVES

All GPs are reminded that voting for GPC Wales representatives for the Bro Taf area was due to open on 10 Sep 20. An email has been sent to practices via the national system.
